Our philosophy

What was our aim in creating this site? A passion--quite simply, a passion. A passion for the music of Angelo and for the world he tells of in his songs. A music that has been with us through a good part of our lives, has marked many significant passages, many happy moments some sad ones; and that has always been able to give us… an emotion--sometimes joy, sometimes melancholy, sometimes exaltation, sometimes reflection. A music that perhaps for some is not the most excellent ever written, but that is for us, the music of the chords of our souls.

As are all amatorial sites, this also is non-commercial. For the creation of the various sections, material from the private collection of one of the site producers has been used: all the material shown is original and our hope is that it will provide a warm, welcoming atmosphere for those who, like us, have for years listened to Angelo's music and followed its evolution constantly and with affection. All that you find here has been conceived with the best of intentions, meaning no harm, least of all to Angelo or his family. The protection 

of the Acrobat files of interviews in magazines of the earlier years of Angelo’s career (making them non-downloadable on pc) is one of the examples of our intention to safeguard the copyrights of Angelo and of the magazines in which these interviews appeared. If in any case in spite of our good faith we have violated the copyrights or other rights of anyone, we are ready to modify the»page of contention", in total respect of legality. Our dream is of course that Angelo might appreciate our site and find enjoyment in surfing its pages. It is our small gift to a musician who has given us so much, and whom we have listened to and appreciated from the beginning of his career: a musician who, this year precisely, celebrates thirty years of that career.

Birth of the site

Over a year ago Antonella Grioni, speaking and writing to a large group of Branduardi admirers who met often to listen to and play Angelo's music and attend concerts together, launched the idea of a new website--one that would contain all, absolutely everything, of the Branduardian musical world. She thought about the idea for a couple of months, began to develop it...and in January 2004 Riccardo Scotti picked up the idea and ran with it, having at his disposition a collection of over 500 Branduardian "pieces" of all sorts and from all over the world. Thanks to this material it was possible to develop particular sections of the site regarding Angelo's contributions in theatre and cinema, and his collaborations with many musicians worldwide. Iconographic portions of the site having to do with posters, concert programs and tickets, musical scores, and books, were set up as well thanks to this collector's material. These pages are unique in the Branduardian world of Internet.

Thanks to the fact that among Branduardi's admirers many languages are spoken(the group being quite "European" in this respect),the idea was born to create a multilingual site about Angelo. At that point Gaia Cozzi and Stephanie Kramer, and more recently, Pierre Arène, joined our work group; they will translate the site into non-Italian languages: Gaia into German, Stephanie into English, and Pierre into French. But to consider them simply "translators" would be diminishing. They have all contributed with ideas and advice...or with the creation of various pages of the site.

Work is going forward for the translations, but we still need a bit of time to be able to inaugurate the first other-language versions. It's quite a job; in fact the Italian edition took a year...we hope to have them ready in about three months' time.
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
